FROM THE RABBI

Life and death, conscious and unconscious, revealed and hidden, these are sides of existence, parts of a whole.

Purim celebrates the unity of the different aspects of ourselves. The masks we wear are flipped for a day. Intermal desire
playfulness are allowed an external manifestation, and the external appearance is hidden. Among other matters, Purim
celebrates that in truth, what we keep hidden from others and what we show are part of a whole. Moreover, whether we
it or not, what is in our subconscious is just as much part of our being as what is conscious.

I n theol ogi cal t er ms, Godobds mani festations in the worl
Blessed One. Whether we feel reality to be an expression of God or we feel that God is hidden, theologically, there is on
One, and the perception is ours.

(Adapted fromReal Simpldlagazinel doubled this recipe. | used one red and one yellow bell pepper, added ground red pepper, and omitted

1 yellow or red bell pepper, chopped
3-4 garlic cloves, chopped
1 tablespoon chili powder
1 tablespoon ground cumin
2 teaspoons unsweetened cocoa powder

Y, teaspoon ground red pepper
Kosher salt and black pepper
28-ounce can firgoasted diced tomatoes (not salsa style)
15.5o0unce can black beans, rinsed
15.50unce can dark red kidney beans, rinsed

(1 medium red onion, chopped and sautéed)

DIRECTIONS

In a large slow cooker, combine the onion, bell pepper, garlic, chili powder, cumin, cocoa, cinnamon, ground red pepper
teaspoon salt (or to taste), and ¥4 teaspoon black pepper (or to taste).
