For OZS we will see Rabbi Cohen 
pulling up her Lexington stakes and taking them to San Antonio where she will begin another wonderful 
chapter in her life. I am so very proud of her and happy for their family. As sad as it is I must also look 
at it as such an exciting time for them. As I have mentioned before this only grows our Jewish family.  
 
For OZS we are working to get a visiting Rabbi until such time when a search is plausible. Our search 
was shut down in such a dramatic way that I am still stunned. This is why I was so happy to get a call 
from Rabbi Smolkin about Rabbi Sabath, helping out at Adath Israel, who was interested in meeting us. 
He mentioned telling her of our predicament and of what a great community we are. I reached out to her 
and we had a couple of very nice conversations. She was then introduced, via zoom, to the Executive 
Committee. The Exec Comm unanimously decided to bring her to the attention of our board. The Board 
agreed to see if we could bring her into our lives virtually, to start, and later in person. At this point we 
have offered her a contract to be our part time (or visiting) Rabbi for the next year. Negotiations are 
ongoing as I write this. Rabbi Sabath is very intelligent, warm and has a sense of humor (much needed 
these days). She also happens to have grown up with Rabbi Wirtschafter. Their families were/are close. 
So a little B’sheret I believe. I will keep all informed as things develop. 
 
We have small groups together working on our Roof issues, Basement (flood) issues, and re-opening 
OZS. The first 2 items mentioned are pretty much straightforward (sort of). The third issue is not at all 
straightforward. There are very many rules we must abide by in order for re-opening to work without 
jeopardizing our health. It will be a very time intensive task so please bear with us as we work through 
the entanglements.  
 
To help keep our community together we have begun Shabbat services on Saturday mornings on line. 
May 23rd was our maiden voyage (too early for a cruise joke?) and it really went well. It was very 
enjoyable. Was it perfect? Heck no! But that was part of the beauty of the whole thing. Was it fun? I 
thought so. I very much enjoyed the service. Seeing all the people was so nice. There are ways to join 
without having to be seen or heard if that is an issue for some. We welcome you in any capacity you feel 
comfortable. If you would like to take part in any of the service or help plan them OR help by being the 
ZOOM Sherpa (Matt Simons tag) please let the office or me know.  
 
Well I have written way too much here so I will let you go. Thank you for being. I always enjoy being a 
part of this community.

Proposed Amendments to the OZS Bylaws 
 

The May Bulletin included two amendments to the Bylaws proposed by Emilie Tackett.  Following the publishing of 
those Amendments in the Bulletin, they were included with the agenda packet for vote at the May Board meeting.   
 
Emilie requested that the first amendment, which would create a board and voting position for the youth President, 
be withdrawn from consideration.  
 
Jon Glixon had prepared some new amendment language which he shared via Zoom screen in writing with the 
Board and which he read aloud at that May 12 Board meeting.   
 
Upon Jon presenting new language, Emilie Tackett withdrew her second proposed amendment, which would 
create a board and voting position for a chosen representative from among the parents of OZS Religious School, 
in favor of moving forward with Jon’s proposed amendments.   
 
With permission of the Board, the amendments were legally reviewed subsequent to the meeting to assure 
consistency with the current Bylaws language.  The amendments are provided on the next page, with additions 
underlined.  In accordance with the Bylaws, they will be voted on at the June Board meeting.

 8.01 Composition of Board. The Board of Officers and Trustees shall be comprised of the elected Officers; 
eleven (11) elected Trustees; the immediate Past President of the Congregation; the Rabbi; the President of the Men's 
Club, if there be one; the President of the Sisterhood, if there be one; the President of the Youth Group, if there be one, 
but if the President has not reached the age of  bar or bat mitzvah, then another Youth Group member who has reached 
that age shall serve in place of the President; the Chairperson of the Religious School Parents Council, if there shall be 
one; and a member of the Gan Shalom Committee. 

a. The Rabbi, the President of the Men's Club, the President of the Sisterhood, the President of the Youth Group, 
the President of the Religious School Parents Council, and the member of the Gan Shalom Committee, shall be 
ex officio members of the Board of Officers and Trustees of Congregation Ohavay Zion. 
b. The Men’s Club, Sisterhood, Gan Shalom Committee, Religious School Parents Council, and Youth Group 
shall be those committees or organizations as in existence and recognized as such by the Board of Officers and 
Trustees. 

 
 8.03 Term of Office. All Trustees shall begin their term as of July 1 and hold office for a term of two (2) years, or 
until their successors have been duly elected and have qualified, or until removed as is hereinafter provided. Each 
Trustee will be formally installed at the annual meeting of the Congregation following their election. The Rabbi is a 
permanent member of the Board of Officers and Trustees of Congregation Ohavay Zion.  The Past President shall be a 
member for the two (2) years immediately following his or her term as President. The Presidents of the Men’s Club, 
Sisterhood, Youth Group, and the Chairperson of the Religious School Parents Council shall hold office coterminous with 
and only so long as their term as President or Chairperson of the respective group. The term of any individual Gan 
Shalom Committee Member shall be for no more than a term of two (2) years. 
 
 9.05 Eligibility to Vote.  At all meetings of the Board of Officers and Trustees: 

a. Each Officer, Trustee and Ex Officio Member, other than the Rabbi, the Gan Shalom Committee Member, 
and the President of the Youth Group, shall be entitled to vote on each issue brought up. 
b. As an exception to (a) above, the Gan Shalom Committee Member will be entitled to vote on matters 
relating to Gan Shalom. 
c. The President, while considered as a voting member, shall be entitled to vote only in cases of a tie. 
d. Each voting member of the Board of Officers and Trustees shall be entitled to cast only one (1) vote. 
e. Any member of the Board of Officers and Trustees who is Not in Good Standing shall relinquish his or her 
vote until such time as he or she again becomes a Member In Good Standing and shall not be counted toward a 
quorum, nor shall a quorum require their position.  

 
 

ARTICLE FOURTEEN 
RELIGIOUS SCHOOL PARENTS COUNCIL 

 
 14.01 Purpose. The Religious School Parents Council collaborates with the Religious School director, teachers 
and the Rabbi, with the goal to assist in providing a high-quality Jewish education and hosting of all Religious School 
holiday celebrations and Teacher/Aide Appreciation. Additionally, the Council provides an opportunity for its members to 
provide input on matters of policy and curriculum.  However, the Religious School Parents Council serves only in an 
advisory capacity and may not overrule any decision of the Religious School director, the Rabbi, or the Board of Officers 
and Directors. 
 
 14.02 Membership. All parents and legal guardians of students enrolled in the OZS Religious School are eligible 
to become members of the Religious School Parents Council. 
 
 14.03 Meetings. The Religious School Parents Council shall meet at least twice per year, once in August or 
September and once in April or May, and at other times as determined necessary. The meetings shall be conducted in 
whatever manner the members consider appropriate. Each of the members will have the opportunity to attend the 
meetings and activities. In addition to members, others, including the Religious School Director and teachers, members of 
the Education Committee, members of the Board of Officers and Trustees, and the Rabbi, may be invited to participate at 
the meetings.   
 
 14.04 Leadership. Through its members, the Religious School Parents Council will select a Chairperson (who 
must be a member in good standing of the Congregation) and other positions as they see fit, with duties and obligations to 
be determined by the Religious School Parents Council. Selections to normally occur at the Spring meeting of the 
Religious School Parents Council and the term will be one year from July 1 to June 30. The Chairperson shall serve ex 
officio as a member of the OZS Board of Officers and Trustees.  
 
Note: The current Article 14, Amendments, shall be renumbered as Article 15.
