Worship the Lord in gladness; come into the Lord’s presence with shouts of joy. 
 
I remember in my very first interview with the OZS search committee (which feels like a lifetime 
ago!), feeling a lightness that is so hard to find. I remember smiling, and laughing, and feeling so 
myself in those first 45 minutes. And I knew at that moment, that this was the kind of community I 
wanted to serve, and be a part of.  
 
Even if briefly, I have seen how the joy and love of this community  
has carried you through a year and a half of tremendous grief and  
change, and I feel honored to now be a part of that. Thinking ahead  
to our reopening, which is still a work-in-progress, I am confident that  
this sense of joy will persist, if not grow stronger as we can return to  
singing, praying, and studying together.  
 
I also want to add my thanks to Rabbi Sabath for being a tremendous  
source of support and guidance in these last few months.
